All members share
the gallery display space as well as the daily operations of the gallery. The
members work 2-4 shifts per month, depending on the selling season. In
addition to working on the gallery sales floor, you will also have a job in the
operation of the gallery. Expenses for gallery operations are paid by the
membership. Total yearly cost per member artist is approximately $1700, which
is paid quarterly or in monthly installments. Member artists display an average of
20 pieces per month; the gallery earns 20% on all work sold. This money is used
for rent, insurance, utilities, advertising, packaging, supplies, credit card fees,
and other business expenses.

New members pay a buy-in fee of $350, which helps to offset the cost incurred
by the original members in getting the business started.

We have a general membership meeting every two months. Every member
matches his or her skills with a part of running a successful gallery.
